COURSE OVERVIEW

Introduction to digital media and the electronic art studio. Explores essential concepts of working
digitally in 2D, 3D, and 4D. Emphasis is on technical fluency with a variety of digital platforms,
software, and tools including digital photography, digital imaging, animation, and 3D modeling.
Prerequisite to all 2000, 3000, and 4000 VA courses.

+ Give you hands on experience with digital imaging tools and techniques

« Help you see the value of experimental and non-traditional ways of creating digital art

« Expand your notion of what art is and can be
